The Witness Blanket is a travelling exhibit that is a photo reproduction of the orig-
inal carving, currently housed in the Canadian Museum for Human Rights in Win-
nipeg.  The original piece is created by master carver, Carey Newman, a Coast 
Salish artist, and is made from over 800 reclaimed items and artifacts from resi-
dential schools, churches, government buildings, and traditional and cultural struc-
tures, including Friendship Centres, band offices, treatment centres, and universi-
ties from across Canada.  The Witness Blanket weaves healing and history togeth-
er as a national monument bearing witness to the truths of residential school Sur-
vivors.
